· Kent Cornish discussed the need to update the EAS Plan.

· Roy Baum presented a powerpoint.
· Amber Alert system now active in all 50 states.
· Governor of Kansas has access to system; EAS plan needs to address this.
· Chad Omitt, National Weather Service
· NOAA is now using DMIS
· IPAWS (Integrated Public Alert and Warning State Plan); SMAS, cell phone alerts/warnings if you’re in the area; State Plan needs to include many communication mechanisms as possible.
· Purchase Alert Sense, supports CAP, EAS, and many other forms of communication (text, email, text to speech, Hazcollect).
· Local Area Plans need to go forward; what do we want the local officials to push out?
· Procedures need to be developed at the local level for testing of systems
· Over the next 30 days, each member needs to go through plan and make changes, then submit comments to Natalie Davis and/or Jonathan York.
· Cox has 6 EAS boxes in Kansas
· Discussion on changing boundaries to match National Weather Service
· As a State Committee, they should request training or Web-training on DMIS software.
· Any local Emergency Manager can call NWS and have them disseminate through NOAA radio.
· Design of HazCollect is manual forward
· IPAWS and HazCollect to be integrated and a portal into NWS data path
