Remarks from Committee Members:
Bill Brown, Animal Health/Dept of Ag — Animal Health Planning and Disease Control
Currently working on upcoming projects — USA Herds
National Veterinary Stockpile — Exercise with Oklahoma & Texas in 2013 (table top & full blown exercises)

Ken Keller, EMS — Possibly closing some rural area EMS stations due to low funding and numerous
mandated changes. EMS only collects an average of 41% of dollars billed out in Shawnee County. Working with
the board to try and rectify the issues if some rural stations are closed; response time for these rural areas will
increase greatly.

Dick Heitschmidt, Law Enforcement — KHP, Local Law Enforcement and Animal Services in Hutchinson
are gearing up and preparing for the State Fair.

Melissa Dinsmore, (Critical) Hospitals — Gathering resources and working on communications. Very
minimal grant funding. Increased number of heat related medical issues.

Tim East, Energy — Is getting many questions and interests regarding disasters. Have had a large
response in agencies getting involved and working well together to come up with best plans and moving
along. Preparing for the upcoming FEMA Exercise. Waiting on new rules to be approved in the Emergency
Preparedness area. Preparing for an upcoming graded exercise on November 15™ 2011.

Ken Schremmer, Counties — Highlights; Fires/burn bans
Loss of Kansas crops due to heat and drought (beans, corn, milo) There has been a large revenue of loss
especially in the rural areas. Large lack of funding; only 18 counties in Kansas are debt free.

Pat Eakes, Dept of Commerce — Disabilities
Hires and represents people with disabilities

Randy Duncan, County Emergency Managers — Heat is an issue throughout the state. FEMA is in an
immediate need of funding. Public Assistance declared disasters Category A = Removal, Category’s C-G are
currently on hold. Category B could start seeing funding as early as next week.

Jack Taylor, Fire Service — Annual Fire Conference was held in July in Wichita. Governor Brownback has
proposed to do away with the Kansas State Fire Marshall’s Office due to lack of funding. Many local agencies
are planning Remembrance activities for 9/11 (10th Anniversary).

Carol Jordan, Dept of Commerce / Director of Rural Development
Healthy Communities, Reading Recovery and working on updating policies (Tax and Student loan breaks). Has
an agency working on housing issues. Health Care and Mapping Connectivity between communities.

Sandy Johnson, Dept of Agriculture —Kansas Drought Conditions, A total of 77 counties are under state
drought stages, with 15 counties in an emergency stage.
Preparedness projects;

e Kansas Food & Ag Incident Annex-Refining plans for food, animal and plant emergencies.

e KDA Incident Response Team-IRT is completing their initial training. The teams mission is to
set up the KDA ICS and Departmental Operations Center to begin the response to an
emergency under the KDA’s jurisdiction.

e Kansas Preparedness Day-Will be at the State Fair and have information available on food



safety, rural preparedness, drought and pets.
e Multi-state Partnership Activities-Hosting a two-day executive communications workshop.
Recent Food and Agriculture “Incidents”-Cedar Vale gas leak in Chautauqua County, a train fire which
resulted in a hydraulic oil spray all over a farmer’s sorghum crop and some recalled food products were
distributed to areas in NW Kansas.

Mike McNulty, KDHE- Preparedness Director Position open until filled. Discussed heat related
Injuries/illnesses across the state, considered closing pools early, blue/green algae, mutual aid to Joplin, Mo.
and drought across the state.

Terry Maple, Interim Fire Marshall-Legislature looking at closing State Fire Marshall’s Office. There are
3 divisions that make up the fire marshal’s office;
1. Prevention & Inspection;
Working on participation, Health Care Association, personnel outreach and compliance training.
Completing propane inspections.
2. Investigations; Focusing on explosives, Fires
3. HAZMAT; Chemicals, Meth Labs
Will be attending the Safe Schools Conference. Working with other state agencies to partner up for
inspections, safety and hazards (Dept. of Revenue, Schools, Day Care Centers, etc)

Leo Henning, Environment- Cedar Vale gas leak is pretty well wrapped up. Early retirement @ KDHE
will be a significant strain on the division. Budgeting decisions are being discussed for 2013 with a 5%
reduction package and having to make some tough decisions. Joplin tornado clean up; 6,000 tons of debris
was taken to Galena, Ks per day, the debris was screened by inspectors prior to being dumped at the landfill,
EPA is coming down with a lot of new air regulations, it will impact all of us especially the Immersions on the
electrical generating companies.

Eric Garcia, KHP- Adjusting well to new regulations and statues. Lots of retirements are coming up and
KHP will be losing a lot of troopers. Recruitments are going well with the standards and guidelines set very
high. State and Local agencies are cooperating and working very well together. With the change of the speed
limit law they for see more accidents especially on the interstates and turnpikes.
Upcoming 75" year anniversary for KHP, take a look at the website and research the upcoming activities.

Pat Collins, Regional Councils (7) - Retirement of fire fighters and screening of new employees and
volunteers. Regional Council Members are planning and coordinating regional plans with state agencies and
training for the public and private sector OIG audit of assets

John Prather, Transportation, Trucking, Rail — Private sector/infrastructure challenges — Closing of
Interstate 29 and rerouting traffic due to flooding has been a big issue, could be up to 2 years for the state to
clean up and rebuild the areas damaged by flooding along this interstate (approx 25 miles of roadway
completely gone). There have been a mass amount of re-routing throughout the state and neighboring states.
All agencies throughout the state and neighboring states need to continue to work as a team. The different
events that have occurred throughout the state this year; Flooding, drought, propane explosion, mercury
spills, gas leak and tornados. The coordination of the cities, counties, state and emergency personnel was
remarkable, these events could have been a lot worse. Agencies need to continue to provide ongoing training
to personnel.

Major General Tafanelli, The Adjutant General — Across the state we are looking at more disasters with
less resources. At this time 25 counties are eligible for assistance. Upcoming events; State Fair, Kansas Center



for Safe & Prepared Schools Conference, Zombie Preparedness, Wolf Creek exercises, Crisis City training and
Regional Leadership Meeting. Budget-(National, State and County Level) possibly looking at up to 75% budget
loss of Homeland Security dollars over a two year period. Agencies are going to have to work even more
closely together to respond and recover. There are still BIG budget adjustments to be made.
