The SWKREPC met on March 11, 2015 in Garden City. New Business

Chairperson Don B. then asked group members to give some thought to projects that we would like to do for FY15. It is not certain that we will receive funds for FY15-but we need to have some projects in mind in case we do receive the money.

Karen L. suggested that one project for FY15 could possibly be training for donning and doffing for PPE that would be worn for Ebola cases. She feels there is quite a need for this kind of training in SW Kansas.
