The SWKREPC met in Garden City on August 13, 2014. Sandy Johnson then discussed various exercises and workshops that Dept. of Ag will be doing in the future. There will be five ‘Handling Area’ Workshops done in the SW Region. The Planning Team for the Ag workshops and exercises will be Vaughn L., Bill T., and Rex B.—with Chairman Don B. as a ‘consultant.’ Tentatively the workshops will be scheduled for January 2015 with three tabletop exercises to follow the workshops.

Chairperson Don B. stated that the Special Ops Response Team Robot project was complete. There was no update on the Digital Fingerprint System project. Ken S. reported that he was having discussions with Dodge City and KHP regarding different equipment that they should purchase. Ken also stated that training was ‘still up in the air due to KFRTI’s schedule.’ Chairperson Don B. reported that there would be a Logistics Section Chief class October 13-17 in connection with the IMT Sustainment Projects. Don B. also gave an update on the 800 MHz Communications project. Gilbert V. stated that he could use some help with the Emergency Preparedness Guide project—Karen L. and Chris S. said they would help with that project.

John C. gave the Fiscal Agent report. Lisa P. also asked project chairpersons to check with her before they left the meeting as she had some packets with project information for the chairpersons. The funds for FY14 projects should become available towards the end of September or first part of October.
It was decided to not have a meeting in September since a lot of Council members will be at the KEMA conference. Our next meeting will be October 8, 2014 in Garden City.
Chairperson Don B. reminded Council members to please take pictures when possible of Council equipment being used, and send the pictures to Edna.
